Application form
Only students registered full-time in a Québec university during the eligibility period of the scholarship, and whose supervisor is a member of the RIISQ can apply for RIISQ scholarships.
To submit a scholarship application, the student must:
1. Read the scholarship application guide available on the RIISQ Website and comply with the eligibility criteria;
2. Fill out the scholarship application form;
3. Attach a short CV (maximum of 2 pages);
4. Attach a copy of their transcripts for all university education (unofficial transcripts will be accepted);
5. Attach a letter from their supervisor, who must be a RIISQ member: (a) confirming supervision and (b) providing information on the support and guidance that will be offered to the student by their institution and, where applicable, by partners;
6. Ensure to update or apply for RIISQ student membership before submitting the scholarship application (join here: https://riisq.ca/fr/membres-et-partenaires/).

Applications may be in French or English. If in English, include a French translation of the title and abstract.
Incomplete or late applications will not be considered. No postal submissions will be accepted.
